Journeyman Outside Machinists – Job description

Capable of laying out any work and setting up and operating any machine tools to exacting tolerances and limits.  Can perform any job from start to finish without instruction, except in very unusual circumstances.  Capable of reading, interpreting and working from all drawings, prints and specifications as required. Able to work under minimal supervision.  Capable of instructing and assisting lower classified employees in any aspects of the trade.  May perform welding, maintenance, assembly, bench work installations, inspection, layout and heat treating which require journeyman skills.
Perform skilled work as directed by the foreman or lead man.  

Essential Functions: 

The individual assigned to this position must, with or without reasonable accommodation, be able to perform the following Essential Functions:


Physically be able to wear a respirator.


Enter and work in internally confined spaces aboard a vessel.

Read/comprehend a MSDS.

Manipulate and operate all machines and tools essential to the performance of the position.
Traverse gangways and scaffolding at varying heights dock side or dry-dock or aboard a vessel.
Traverse and negotiate uneven heights between dock and vessel.

Traverse and negotiate uneven surfaces.

Ascend and work at different heights required. 

Driving car, truck, forklift operation, occasionally use of man lifts.
Mobile crane operation (Only qualified/trained personnel)
Physical requirements of time spent on the job tasks:

Standing over 2/3 time, walking over 2/3 time, sitting under 1/3 time, use hands to finger, handle, or foot over 2/3 time, reach with hands and arms over 2/3 , time climb or balance 2/3 time, stoop, kneel, crouch, or crawl 2/3 time, talk or hear 2/3 time, taste or smell under 1/3 time.

This job requires that weight be lifted or force be exerted: 

Up to 10 pounds, 2/3 time, up to 25 pounds, 2/3 , time up to 50 pounds, 1/3 to 2/3 time, up to 100 pounds under 1/3 time , more than 100 pounds, 1/3 time. 

Work Environment:

Wet or humid conditions, working outdoor in the Pacific Northwest year round in mild to extreme cold & heat.

Risk of electrical shock, vibration, toxic or caustic chemicals, fumes or airborne particles, work near moving mechanical parts.  

Very loud noise is typical for this work environment.

Education:  High school diploma or general education degree, four years related experience and/or JATC apprenticeship program.
Ability to apply common sense understanding to carry out detailed but uninvolved written or oral instructions.  The ability to deal with problems involving a few concrete variables in standardized situations.

Proficient in advanced mathematics, proportions, percentages, area, circumference, and volume.  Ability to apply concepts of basic algebra and geometry.

And has expert knowledge regarding material characteristics and all machines, processed and tools of the machinist trade.
Language skills:

Ability to read and comprehend simple instructions, short correspondence, and memos in English. Ability to effectively present information in one-on-one and small group situations to customers, co-workers, foreman and other employees of the shipyard.

Ability to write in English mostly simple sentences and ability to complete own time card of work completed for the day.
